1. Sereno Pinot Grigio  £17.35

Taste     Guide

Champagne, White and Rosé wines are designated numbers from 1 to 9, with 1 
being the driest and 9 being the sweetest. Red wines are designated letters from A 

to E, with A being the lightest and softest and E being the deepest and fullest.
